Christ’s Death AD29
Ministry of Peter & John to Israel in Jerusalem AD32
Steven Martyred AD35
Peter’s Mission throughout Israel begins AD36
Paul’s Conversion then to Arabia and Damascus AD37
Peter’s Vision AD38
Paul Saved, to Jerusalem to see Peter AD39
Barnabas to Antioch AD43 Seeking Saul
Peter Imprisoned AD44
Paul’s 2nd time to Jerusalem AD45
Paul to the Diaspora, outside Jerusalem AD47
(Perga in Pamphilia, Pisidia, Iconium, Lystra – at Cyprus (see Act 13), Jew blinded and Gentile saved
while Paul preached the 1st time post conversion - indicating change in dispensation)

Paul back to Antioch, “for a long time” AD48
Paul’s third visit to Jerusalem, to the AD51

Jerusalem council, with Titus (Acts 15)
Peter Joined Paul at Antioch AD52 – Paul onto Cilicia, Lyconia, Galatia
Paul’s 4th trip to Jerusalem AD55
Roman Legions Destroy Jerusalem AD70 (Tiberius under Emperor Titus)
Temple

2Timothy AD68 l 2nd Roman Imprisonment & Martyrdom
